Purchasing Infocubes by SAP & their uses
1. AFS Purchasing (AFS Specific): 0AF_C01 – This can be used to analyze materials, vendors, and material groups at SKU level. The data from the InfoCube tells us which materials were ordered in which sizes and colors and from which vendor and how much was actually delivered. The InfoCube is based mainly on the Retail Goods Procurement (0RT_C05). The units and time characteristics are the same as in the reference infoCube 0RT_C05. 
2. Purchasing Data: 0PUR_C01 - With the data of the InfoCube Purchasing Data, you can carry out analyses of material groups, vendors, and materials. This data enables you to find answers to the following questions, for example: "Which materials and how much of each have been ordered from a certain vendor?" "How many PO items are there for a certain material group?"
3. Vendor Evaluation: 0PUR_C02 - With the InfoCube Vendor Evaluation, you can display the scores from the vendor evaluation facility within Purchasing. On the basis of this data, you can compare your vendors with each other and also check whether a certain vendor delivers a material punctually and in the desired quantity for example. Since the scores from the previous period are available in addition to the current score, you can also check whether your vendor’s performance is improving or deteriorating.
4. Subsequent Settlement Evaluation: 0PUR_C03 - This InfoCube contains all the uploaded data from the source system(s) that are necessary for the settlement of vendor arrangements (volume rebate processing).
5. Purchasing Groups: 0PUR_C04 - With the data from the InfoCube Purchasing Groups, you can analyze the buying activities of your purchasing (buyer) groups. Data on effective order values, invoiced amounts, and number of deliveries is available to you for this purpose. Furthermore, you can obtain an overview of how many documents, document items, and (if applicable) document schedule lines have been created by the purchasing group.
6. Vendor Evaluation Data: 0PUR_C05 - With the InfoCube Vendor Evaluation, you can display the scores from the vendor evaluation facility within Purchasing and thus compare your vendors with each other. Since the scores from the previous period are available in addition to the current score, you can also check whether your vendors' performance is improving or deteriorating.
· The following scores are available in this InfoCube:

· Vendor's overall score

· Scores for main criteria

· Scores for automatic subcriteria

· Scores for semi-automatic subcriteria

· Scores for manually entered main and subcriteria

· Scores for subcriteria determined via your user exit

Vendors are evaluated at purchasing organization level. This means that each purchasing organization evaluates the vendors that have been assigned to it. For this reason, you can only compare vendors that have been assigned to the same purchasing organization. It is only possible to carry a comparison across purchasing organizations if the vendor evaluation criteria and rating scales in the various purchasing organizations are identical.
7. Vendor Evaluation Data (Semi-Automatic): 0PUR_C06 - The InfoCube Vendor Evaluation Data (Semi-Automatic) supplies detailed data for the vendor evaluation facility within Purchasing. With this InfoCube, you can display the scores for the semi-automatic subcriteria at info record level. This enables you to compare your vendors at material level. You can obtain answers to questions such as the following: "Is the vendor reliable for all materials, or is poor service to be expected in certain cases (e.g. delays in delivery)?" "Which vendor is especially flexible in supplying the material Hydraulic brakes?".
8. Service Level Purchase Order Quantities InfoCube: 0PUR_C07 - This Cube enables you to evaluate the service level at the level of the ordered quantities. This makes it possible to conduct analyses (for example, PO quantities delivered too late as a proportion of the total PO quantity per material.
9. Service Level Purchase Order Items InfoCube: 0PUR_C08 - This Cube enables you to carry out evaluations of the service level at the level of the ordered items. You can conduct analyses such as PO items delivered too late as a proportion of the total number of PO items.
10. Service Level – Purchase Orders: 0PUR_C09 - This Cube enables you to evaluate the service level on the level of purchase orders. You can thus analyze, for example, the total number of purchase orders for the share of the purchase orders delivered late.
11. Backlogged Purchase Order Delivery Schedule Lines: 0PUR_C10 - This InfoCube represents an enhancement of the evaluation options for the subject complex Delivery Service purchasing in the InfoArea Delivery Service (0MMPUR_DLV) first supplied with 3.0B. In addition to the quantity- and value-based consideration of the backlogged PO delivery schedule lines, classifications are created. In the process, the backlogged PO schedule lines are uniquely assigned to the following time periods:
· Within a day

· Within seven days

· Within 30 days

· More than 30 days

The evaluation level relates to the common characteristics in this area, such as material and vendor.

PO delivery schedule lines are first consolidated in an ODS through data from the InfoSources Purchasing Data (Document Schedule Line Level) as of 2.0B (2LIS_02_SCL) and Offsetting Confirmation and Goods receipt(2LIS_02_SGR). The data records for the PO schedule lines are then posted to the InfoCube as full upload. The system date (population of InfoObject Calendar Day (0CALDAY)) serves as the key date/loading date. A schedule line is then regarded as backlogged if the planned delivery date or desired delivery date lies in the past (that is, before the key date/loading date), an open quantity exists, and the inward delivery completed  indicator is not set. Furthermore, a fiscal year variant must be passed on. Because this InfoCube represents a snapshot of the backlogged PO delivery schedule lines, a very high volume of data is to be expected. In the case of daily updating, it is advisable to either compress past RFQs (for example, for data from the last months, compression at the monthly level), or carry out a further update in an InfoCube with a coarser time-granularity (at monthly level, for example) and at the same time delete the updated RFQs. It can be automated these steps using process chains.
12. External Services: 0SRV_C01 - The data from the InfoCube External Services enables you to carry out analyses of services. Using this data, you can obtain answers to questions such as the following: "How much of each service was ordered from a certain vendor?" "What was the order value per service for a certain plant?"
