Chart of depreciation – Charts of depreciation are used in order to manage various legal requirements for the depreciation and valuation of assets. These charts of depreciation are usually country-specific and are defined independently of the other organizational units. A chart of depreciation, for example, can be used for all the company codes in a given country

Company Codes  0010 and 0030 are in different countries so it falls under different chart of depreciation.
Company Code 0030 is  assigned to chart of depreciation 0010

Depreciation Areas – You use depreciation areas to calculate different values in parallel for each fixed asset for different purposes. For example, you may require different types of values for the balance sheet than for cost accounting or tax purposes. You manage the depreciation terms and values essary for this valuation in the depreciation areas of each asset.

Asset Classes – Asset classes are the most important means of structuring fixed assets. You can define an unlimited number of asset classes in the system. You use the asset classes to structure your assets according to the requirements of your enterprise. Asset classes apply in all company codes. The asset class catalog, therefore, is relevant in all company codes in a client.  

· The asset class provides default values to all asset master records in the class. 

· The screen layout, tab layout and the field characteristics (required/optional/suppressed) of the asset master record can be set for the asset class.

· The assignment of asset numbers can be controlled by the asset class.

· The asset class is a selection criteria in all standard reports in Asset Accounting.

5.4 Asset Management - Functionality and Capabilities

This overview of some key SAP functionality and capabilities is to highlight some of the most commonly
New Asset Creation:

Asset Creation with Automatic Offset Posting (ABZON):

· When an asset is determined to have been mis-categorized (i.e. expensed) then it can be added to fixed assets using the transaction for acquisition without automatic offsetting entry.    The user can not select the offsetting account as it is determined in configuration, therefore the item must be re-classed to that account in order for the offsetting transaction to be cleared (zero’d out).

· This transaction can also be used when a business process posted assets to a single account and the fixed asset department creates and clears the balances

Asset Acquisition with In-House Production (ABZE):
· When an asset is developed in-house the acquisition can be done via this transaction.

· This transaction allows for the posting of the acquisition with a manual assignment of the offsetting account number.

Asset Acquisitions (FB60, MIRO, F-90, FB50)

Assets acquisitions can be performed in the SAP using a number of different methods.   The method of process depends on how the transaction was started.  These processed are listed below but the individual processing functionality for these is shown in the respective module area (accounts payable).  The primary difference in processing of asset transactions is that an asset master record and a transaction type (acquisition, transfer, retirement, etc) is used.

· Purchase via purchase order, goods receipts & vendor invoice postings (LIV).
· Accounts Payable invoice from a vendor

· General Ledger Posting

Mass uploads of asset master data can be done 
Asset Intra-Company and Inter-Company Transfers (ABUMN, ABT1N)

· Functionality exists in the SAP system for the transfer of assets between legal entities and the sale of assets between different legal entities.

· After careful consideration of the legal entity structure a transfer method is determined for the company codes in the SAP system.  Different transfer options can be configured based on the company code relationships.

Asset Sales (with or without a customer) – (F-92, ABAON)

· When selling an asset the sale and associated revenue can be posted to a customer account or without a customer. 

· When a customer account is used in a “Asset Sale With A Customer” a posting to accounts receivable is created.  

Scrapping of Assets (ABAVN)

· Assets that are discarded without a sale then the transaction for scrapping an asset can be used.

Additional transactions are available to record subsequent costs and/or subsequent revenue (scrap sales for example) are also available
Posting Depreciation (AFAB)
· Depreciation posting run are processed on a month basis using a delivered SAP program.

· Depreciation posting runs are processed by company codes.

Creating Internal Orders for Assets Under Construction (KO01)

Internal Orders are the project tracking tools used in the SAP system for recording of transactions for assets under construction

Capital Projects Budget Control Using Internal Orders (KO22, KO24, KO26)

Internal Orders are the project tracking tools used in the SAP system for recording of transactions for assets under construction
· A budget value can be assigned to project (Internal Order).  As spending is booked against the internal order the budget is consumed (assigned) and the available budget balance for the project/internal order is reduced.    When the value of spending exceeds the total budget for the project/internal order then the system will generate an error and not allow the booking of additional spending for the project/internal order.

· If additional funds are approved for the project/internal order then supplemental budget funds are allocated to the order (see screen above).  If after the project is completed there are still available funds associated with the project/internal order then those funds can be returned to the overall budget and allocated to other projects/internal orders.
